If Christ has not been raised, said the Apostle Paul, Christian 

faith is in vain.  The Resurrection of Jesus of Nazareth is not 

an incidental or minor aspect of Christianity.  If Jesus did not 

rise from the dead, Christianity is certainly false. 

Skeptics have long tried to show that there was no Resurrec-

tion.

Others still suggest that the 

Resurrection was a myth of that the apostles may have seen a ñspiritò or witnessed a 

ñspiritual resurrectionò that had nothing to do with an empty tomb and the transformation 

of Jesusô dead body.
