
Father Michel Cheble was born on February 07, 1975 in the village of Ras-baalbak 

Lebanon. He is the third child of his mother Helen and father Kennedy and has 

two older brothers, a younger brother and sister. Father Michel was raised in a 

loving home, his father an electrician and mother a strong, loving homemaker 

who took care of her five children.   

Father Michel was educated in Catholic schools and his last three years of high 

school were in the public school system. He went to the Seminary in 1996, while there he worked 

with the “Faith and Light” foundation serving special needs children. He graduated from St. Paul’s 

Institute with a Masters Degree in Philosophy and Theology in Harissa, Lebanon.  

Father Michel speaks four languages; Arabic, French, English and Russian and was ordained a priest 

on October 26, 2002 at the Cathedral of Baalbak, “Saint Takla and Barbara” by Bishop Cyril Boutros.  

His service for the Lord began in 2002 in a parish in Baalbak where he stayed until 2006.  

While in Lebanon Father Michel had an opportunity to work with a missionary group from the Jesuit 

school. He instructed high school students and all the village families to organize, build schools, help 

children and their community. He states that the “Faith and Light” foundation has touched his life so 

very much; he had the opportunity to work with children and take care of all the younger children of 

the village. 

Father Michel immigrated to the United States in February 2006 to the Church of the Virgin Mary in 

Brooklyn, New York where he stayed until August at which time he arrived and is pastor at “St.
