The Byzantine Church attaches a great importance to this feast because of its deep theologi-

cal significance.  What is celebrated is not so much the historical fact of the manifestation of 

the holy Trinity to the world for the very first time, nor the beginning of Christôs public life, 

nor again the baptism administered by John: it is rather the manifestation of Godôs glory, of 

his love for mankind, of his mercy and compassion expressed in the  Person of  Jesus  

Christ, who assumed flesh and became Man  in  order  to become a sacrifice of salvation for 

the sake of all men.  ñThe grace of God our Savior has appeared to all menò (Tit., 2:11). 

Inspired by the baptism of Christ and by this stirring of divine life poured forth for the sal-

vation and sanctification of mankind, the early Church reserved this day for the baptism of 

catechumens, unceasingly repeating with St. Paul: ñAs many as have been baptized into 

Christ have put on Christ.ò  Alleluia.
