The Easter Cycle:  The cycle of movable feasts is built around Easter, the Feast of Feasts.  It com-

prises the ten weeks before Easter, or Triodion, and the fifty days after Easter, or Pentecostarion. At 

the time of transition from Jewish to Christian institutions, certain discrepancies existed among the 

churches as to the dates of celebration of the feasts and of the Christian Sabbath.  These differences 

were reconciled at the First Ecumenical Council of Nicea in the year 325. Easter was to be cele-

brated on the Sunday after the first full moon that would follow March  20. The earliest possible date 

for Easter was then, as it is now, March 22, and the latest, April 25.  This year we are celebrating 

Easter on March 23, being one of the earliest dates.  

 

Triodion:  The ten weeks before Easter are called Triodion, or Period of the Three odes because 

during that time no more than three odes are sung at the Canon of Matins.  It includes the Time be-

fore Lent, or Prophonisimon, the Forty Days of Lent, and the Holy and Great Week. 

 

The Time before Lent:  The two weeks before Lent are called Prophonisimon, of Herald of Lent.  

They prepare for the proper mood of penance and self-denial.  They include the Week of the Pharisee 

and Publican and the Week of the Prodigal Son. 

 

Week of the Pharisee and Publican:  The lesson of this week teaches us to avoid the pride of the 

Pharisee and imitate the humility of the Publican.
