
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 Feast of the Ascension into Heaven of our Lord-(Last Thursday, but is 

celebrated today):The hymns and prayers of the Ascension celebrate the tri-

umph of our Savior who ascended into heaven with his body in order to es-

tablish our humanity on the throne of the Divinity.  For us also it is a day of 

triumph, beautifully expressed in a Troparion of the office of the feast: ñO 

Christ, You have come down from heaven to earth.  Being God, you lifted up 

Adamôs race that had been brought down in the prison of Hades.  Through your ascen-

sion, You raised it up again to the Heights of heaven and established it in your company 

on the Fatherôs throne, for You are merciful and the Lover of Mankind.òUnder the Old 

Law, the high priest entered the Holy of Holies to offer the blood of sacrificial victims to 

God.  As the Apostle tells us, the Lord also entered the Holy of Holies of the heavenly 

Jerusalem to offer his own blood, the blood of the New Laws, thus to obtain the favors of 

God for us.  

 

 

Sunday of the Holy Fathers: 

On this day, the Church celebrates the memory of the three hundred and eighteen God-

bearing Fathers who attended the First Ecumenical Council of Nicea in the course of 

which the Catholic Doctrine of the Holy Trinity was defined.  Arius (280-336), an arch-

priest of Alexandria, had taught the heresy that the Son was not equal to the Father, be-

ing neither of the same essence nor infinite nor eternal; that He was a creature, the most 

perfect creature of God, but yet not God, and that consequently his Mother was not the 

Mother of God.  Athanasius, Archbishop of Alexandria, opposed these errors with all his  

might.  He eloquently exposed the true teaching, that the Word of  

God was indeed God in reality, and that through the incarnation  

He became a real man.  The  controversy  raged throughout  the  

Roman  Empire, throwing  it into  a  state  of turmoil.   Emperor  

Constantine decided to  submit  the matter  to  judgment of  the  

Universal  Church, and  so  he  called  a  general  council  that  

Convened  in  Nicea.   From  the  discussion  came  the Nicean  

Creed  in  which  the  answer  to  Arianism  is expressed in the  

following passage:ñI believe in Jesus Christ, the only-begotten 

Son of  God,  born  of  the Father  before  all ages, God of god, 

Light of Light, true  God of true  God,  begotten  not  made, of  

one substance with the Father.ò
