This feast has its origin in the story of the Protoevanglium (non-canonical) of James.  Ac-

cording to this story the Mother of God, at three years of age, was taken by her parents, 

Anna and Joachim to the Temple of Jerusalem, where she was welcomed by the priest 

Zachariah.  She remained there until the age to be married.  Whatever might be the founda-

tions of this beautiful tradition, the Church calls us to venerate Mary, as the ñliving Temple 

of Godò, and to prepare ourselves to always serve the Lord.  This feast was introduced in 

Constantinople about the year A.D. 700.

When Mary was three years of age, Joachim and Anne took her to the Temple so that 

she might be consecrated to the service of the Lord.  According to the legend, they in-

vited the young girls of the town to walk before her with lighted torches.  As soon as 

they had reached the Temple, Mary, alone and unhesitatingly, went up the steps of the 

sanctuary where she was to remain, living in the contemplation of God and miracu-

lously fed by the Archangel Gabriel, until the day she was espoused to Joseph, shortly 

before the Annunciation. 

 

The theme of the feast is that Mary the Immaculate One, the Temple of the living God, is 

offered to the Almighty in his holy house in Jerusalem.  This day witnesses the bond be-

tween the Word and the Virgin predestined in eternity:  This day is the fountainhead of 

all per privileges.
