December 4th John the Damascene, or John of Damascus, descended from a noble ancestry.  

His father was one of the major attendants in the palace of Omayads of Khalif Abd-el-Malek.  

He was highly educated in religion and government.  He renounced his high estate to become a 

monk in the monastery of St. Sabas near Jerusalem where he lived as a companion of Cosmas 

who also became a saint.  John and Cosmas rivaled in composing the most beautiful hymns and 

canons in honor of the Mother of God and Saints and are still used until today.  He was a zeal-

ous defender of the holy icons and was the first to write down the theology of Orthodoxy in the 

form of systematic treaties.  These treaties are still a source of inspiration and knowledge.  He 

died in the same monastery of St. Sabas at a very advanced age.  His tomb is still visited by 

pilgrimage.  

December 5th, Commemoration of our Holy and God-bearing Father Sabas the Sanctified.  

Sabas, born in Cappadocia, entered the monastic life while still a youth.  Because of the matur-

ity of his mind, Euthymius called him ñthe Young Old Manò. 

December 6th, Commemoration of our Father Nicholas, Archbishop of Myra in Lycia. Nicho-

las, born in Asia-Minor, was favored by God with the power of miracles, and therefore called 

ñThe Wonderworker.ò  His miracles and his works of charity are still celebrated in the person 

of ñSanta Clausò, whose name is a corruption of St. Nicholas. 

The Patriarchate announces that His Beatitude, Patriarch Gregorios III  will have his first 

meeting with His Holiness, Pope Benedict XVI on 31 January 2008. His Beatitude has in-

vited all Melkites throughout the world, clergy and laity, to join him in this historic meeting.
